(ii) The Earnest Money/Security Deposit/Performance Bond shall stand forfeited either
fully or partially, as decided by the Buyer and the Buyer shall not be required to
assign any reason therefore.

(iii) To immediately cancel the contract, if already signedwithout giving any
compensation to the Bidder.

(iv) To recover all sums already paid by the Buyer, and in case of an Indian Bidder with
interest thereon at 2% higher than the prevailing Prime Lending Rate, while in case
of a Bidder from a country other than India with interest thereon at 2% higher than
the LIBOR. If any outstanding payment is due to the Buyer from the Bidder in

connection with any other contract for any other defense stores, such outstanding
payment could also be utilized to recover the afesaid sum and interest.

To encase the advance bank guarantee and performance bond/warranty bond, if
furnished by the Bidder, in order to recover the payments, already made by the
Buyer, along with interest.

To cancel all or any other Contractwith the Bidder.

To debar the Bidder from entering into any bid from the Government of India for a
minimum period of five years, which may be further extended at the discretion of
the Buyer.

To recover all sums paid in violation of this Pet by Bidder(s) to any middleman or
agent or broker with a view to securing the contract.

If the Bidder or any employee of the Bidder or any person acting on behalf of the
Bidder, either directly or indirectly, is closely related to any of the offices of the

Buyer, or alternatively, if any close relative of an officer of the Buyer has financial
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time of filing of tender. Any failure to disclose the interest involvedhall entitle the

Buyer to rescind the contract without payment of any compensation to the Bidder.

The Bidder shall not lend to or borrow any money from or enter into any monetary
dealings or transactions, directly or indirectly, with any employee of the Buyer, and
if he does so, the Buyer shall be entitled forthwith to rescind the contract and all
other contracts with the Bidder. The Bidder shall be liable to pay compensation for
any loss or damage to the Buyer resulting from such rescission and the Buyer shall
be entitled to deduct the amount so payable from the money(s) due to the Bidder.

In cases where irrevocable Letters of Credit have been received in respect of any
contract signed by the Buyer with the Bidder, the same shall not be opened.

The decision of the Buyer to the effect that a breach of the provisions of this
Integrity Pact hasbeen committed by the Bidder shall be final and binding on the
Bidder.

Fall Clause

The Bidder undertakes that he has not supplied/is not supplying the similar seeds
and seed materials at a price lower than that offered in the present bid in respt of
any other Ministry/Department of the Government of India and if it is found at any
stage that the similar system or suksystem was supplied by the Bidder to any other
Ministry/Department of the Government of India at a lower price, then that very
price will be applicable to the present case and the difference in the cost would be
refunded by the Bidder to the Buyer, if the contract has already been concluded.

The Bidder shall strive to accord the most favored customer treatment to the Buyer
in respect of all matters pertaining to the present case.

Examination of Books of Accounts

In case of any allegation of violation of any provisions of this Integrity Pact or

payment of commission, the Buyer or its agencies shall be entitled to examine the
Books of Accounts of the Bidder and the Bidder shall provide necessary information



of the relevant financial documents in English and shall extend all possible help for
the purpose of such examination.

11. Law and Place of Jurisdiction
This Pact is subjecto Indian Law. The place of performance and jurisdiction is the
seat of the Buyer i.e. New Delhi.

12. Other Legal Actions
The actions stipulated in this Integrity Pact are without prejudice to any other legal
action that may follow in accordance with the povisions of the extant law in force
relating to any civil or criminal proceedings.

13. Validity

13.1 The validity of this Integrity Pact shall be from date of its signing and extend till
satisfactory closer of the Contract.

13.2 Should one or severaprovisions of this Pact turn out to be invalid; the remainder of
this Pact remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement
to their original intentions.
